The ERSS 112 vehicle was on 
routine patrol near Urgaduru in 
the city on March 29 when the 
public informed the policemen 
that a 16-year-old boy was stand- 
ing near the Wadi-E-Huda bridge 
at Urgaduru. Noting the bov's vis- 
ibly distressed state and his soli- 
tary presence near the 
bridge, members of the 
public alerted the helpline 
staff. Immediately, 
Shabeer Begaum, the 
ERSS respondent, along 
with Majunath, the ERSS 
vehicle driver, and other po- 
lice personnel rushed to the loca- 
tion. They rescued the boy and 
counselled him against taking 
any extreme step. The boy told the 
police that he had been driven to 
attempt suicide cue to being upset 
ever what he perceived as partial- 
ity by his parents between him 
and his younger brother.

Wild animal menace takes 

centre stage at KDP review meet

CONCERNS over the rising threat of 
wild animals dominated the quarterly 
KDP (Karnataka Development Pro- 
gramme) review meeting held at the “AP 
auditorium here on Wednesday. 
Chaired by District Minister K J 

George, the meeting witnessed legisla- 
tors raising alarm over the recent appear- 
ance of tigers and bears within city lim- 
its and the surrounding Malnad region. 
Deputy Speaker of the Legislative Coun- 
cil MK Pranesh, MLA T D Raje Gowda, 
and MLC C 'T Ravi expressed serious con- 
cern about the escalating human-animal 
conflict. Koppa. Division DCF Shiv- 
ashankar responded by stating that the 
povernment has pranted administrative 
approval for the construction of a rail- 
way barricade stretching 7.61 km from 
Sar ya to Krkoota at a cost of Rs 12 crore 
within the Koppa-Chikkagrahara forest 
limits. He added that an elephant task 
force is operational in the division. 

Pranesh, Ravi, and MLA H D Tham- 
maiah pointed out that herds of elephants 
were roaming in Mudigere taluk, attack- 
ing people and destroying crops. They 
questioned the status of the proposed el- 
ephant camp on 2,000 acres within the 
Muttodi sanctuary, The DFO replied that 
the National Tiger Conservation Author- 
ity (NTCA) had objected to establishing 
the camp inside a tiger reserve. He noted 
that 2,000 acres had been identified in the 
Tanigebil region, and the state govern- 
ment would need to submit a proposal ta 
the Centre for approval. 

T D Raje Gowda noted that Forest Min- 

ister Eshwar Khandre had ordered the 
translocation of bisons, adding that ele- 
phants were crossing from the Bhadra 
backwaters into the N R Pura area. 

He suggested that barricades could help 
prevent such trespass. DCF Shivashankar 
informed the meeting that two thermal 
drones had been deployed to track ele- 
phant movements and alertresidents. In- 
tervening in the discussion, Minister K J 
fseorge instructed the Z2P CEO to invite 
the Conservator of Forests to future meet- 
ings. He further suggested that an all-par- 
ty delegation should visit the Centre to 
seck a comprehensive solution to the re- 
curring human-animal conflict. 

Rehabilitation Delays 

ENP DCF Shivaram Babu stated that 
the Centre must permit the rehabilitation 
of families inside Kudremukh National 
Park (ANP) with the required grant of Rs 
1,300 crore. 

He noted that CAMPA funds had not 
been received, though the state govern- 
ment had provided.an additional grant of 
Rs 20 crore. A proposal for Rs 314 crore to 
rehabilitate families in the Kerekate area 
has been submitted.
